Nada Boulos is an established and experienced auctioneer in Beirut Lebanon. After 
focusing on political science at the American University of Beirut and University Paris 
II in Paris, she joined Sotheby’s Institute of Art in London. An intensive nine month 
course led her to work as an assistant to a leading auctioneer at Drouot in Paris, Mr. 
Guy Loudmer, whose auction house dealt mainly with modern paintings and primitive 
art.
Upon returning to Lebanon, Ms. Boulos founded her own auction house, building 
upon her expertise in Middle Eastern art and the business of auctioneering. In 1992, 
she became one of the pioneers to launch auctions specializing in modern and 
contemporary art from the Middle East. After a hiatus started in 1998, she returned 
to the scene in March 2004. She has been organizing two auctions each year since 
2011.

YASMINA HAMMOUD

Yasmina Hammoud is an art specialist based in Beirut, Lebanon. After completing 
her undergraduate education in art history at AUB, she went on to achieve an MSc 
in Art, Law and Business at Christies Education in London, cultivating knowledge in 
the logistics of the art market. Her Masters degree led her to work in several areas 
of the art world, including international auction houses, galleries and art fairs in both 
London and Beirut. Yasminas interest in nonwestern art canons enticed her to work 
at Christies Chinese art department and Sothebys Modern and Contemporary Middle 
Eastern and Islamic art departments.
